Occupy Wall Street!  A people's collective protest that started on September 17, 2011 in Wall Street is now spreading far and wide to major cities of the world.  To millions of displaced families, "Occupy" becomes the rallying point.  "Occupy Movement" now becomes the expression of discontent, anger and disgust to a system that is causing massive homelessness, joblessness and hunger.

The issues raised by the "Occupy Movement" is not new to us, especially to the toiling masses.  Hunger, poverty, joblessness have been with us long before September 17, 2011.  Today, 23.1 million Filipinos -- about a third of the country's 97 million populace -- are subsisting on below US$ 2 a day.  The actual figure is actually three times bigger than this!  This manifests the great inequality and inequity in this country.  While the elite feasts on 80% of our resources, the greater number of our countrymen has to grab each other’s neck in their daily struggle for survival. 

On the occassion of the International Human Rights Day on December 10 and human rights month in December, Kilusan together with different organizations of students, youth, grassroots communities and the middle class will conduct its own Occupy Campaign dubbed as the "Occupy for Right to Food, Housing, Jobs, Health and Education!"

Objectives of the Campaign

The Campaign will:

Popularize the spirit of the ongoing global "Occupy Movement."

Highlight the concrete crisis situation as experience by the different sectors of Philippine society.

Identify the neoliberal economic and political policies and the corporate greed as the root causes of this crisis.

Sharpen the impact of the ongoing global financial crisis on the lives of the Filipino toiling masses, the Filipino middle class, and on our Overseas Filipino Workers.

Translate into concrete moves and actions among our neighbors, friends, families, communities, churches, barangays, schools, organizations our understanding of the causes, objectives and spirit of the ongoing global protests against the capitalist crisis.

Forms of Activities

The Campaign will conduct the following activities:

Conduct forums, discussion groups, talakayang kalye, talakayang papag, talakayang eskwelahan, etc. to popularize the issues and spirit of the global protests.

Post in public places updates on the global protests: wall journals, school bulletin boards, social networking, barangay bulletin boards, churches, publications and newletters.

Post in public places updates on the impact of the global financial crisis on the lives of the Filipino people overseas and in the country.  

Replicate the "Occupy... We are the 99%" in our communities, churches, schools and barangays.

Our Demands

Massive demolition, destructive mining, contractualization of labor, liberalization of agriculture and trade, deregulation of the downstream oil industry, privatization of basic social services and public institutions such as hospitals, schools, water and electricity, brutally  deny us the right to live.

This undermines the very essence of democracy and human rights.  When the rights of one is threatened, the rights of all are diminished. 

The fight for our basic rights is a fight for life! Occupy for our rights to food, housing, jobs, health and education! We must unite the 99% of our society against all forms of inequality and injustice. 

We say,

a. Put a moratorium to all forms of demolition against informal settlers and vendors.

b. No to mining!

c. Stop the liberalization of agriculture and trade

d. Stop the budget cuts on SCUs, NO to the privatization of SCUs!

e. Stop the liberalization of public hospitals and other social services

f. Stop the contractualization of labor 



g. Respect and protect the lives of human rights defenders
